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You may not be aware of a problem with dropped chewing gum in your school, you may not have a problem at all … however this is unlikely!  Over 90% of schools in the UK have problems with dropped chewing gum, costing them £100’s of pounds each year to clean up!





The chewing gum market is currently valued at £322 million and is constantly growing.  This growth rate is expected to surge rapidly due to the new ban on smoking





The main reasons given for chewing gum are associated with freshening breath and a replacement for food or cigarettes, it is no wonder then that our self conscious teenagers and young adults account for the majority of all the gum chewed in the UK





Unfortunately the rapid growth of the gum market has caused a National Plague of gum droppers and filthy streets.  Many solutions have been researched including Taxation; Clean Up Operations & Fines however ENCAMS (Keep Britain Tidy Group) have clearly stated that in this matter “prevention would certainly be better than cure”





It is not an overnight job to tell every 12 – 24 year old how to dispose of their gum and therefore we are reliant on our Education System to guide our future generations and hopefully become gum free in the UK in the non to distant future





ENCAMS believes that an ‘Awareness Campaign’ will be the most effective way to tackle the problem of dropped gum.  This can be achieved through campaigning that makes spitting and dropping gum socially unacceptable.  Messages communicated through schools can be tied into the curriculum or an existing program such as ECO Schools.

GUM DROPPER SEGMENTATION





By following the Gus Guide you will identify the types of gum droppers in your school.  Gum Droppers do not all fit into one category there are several types, these include:





BRAVADO “It’s good fun spitting and kicking chewing gum after I’ve finished with it”





REVOLTED “The idea of getting gum stuck in my hair or on my clothes or shoes is disgusting”





EXCUSES “I know it’s wrong to drop gum, but I do it discretely and hope no-one sees me”





SELFISH CLEANSER “when I’ve had enough of my gum I don’t want it near me. I just want to get rid of it”





WHATEVER “I can’t see what the problem is with dropping or spitting gum on the floor.  There are more important things to worry about”








CAMPAIGN THEMES





THREAT Campaign – This campaign uses scare tactics to prevent gum being dropped by issuing a punishment such as a detention, litter pick or clean up. 


Reference is also made to local council fines that can be imposed if you are caught throwing gum in the street.


Harm Campaign – This campaign pulls on the heart strings using the gum droppers own guilt to realise the harm and damage that dropped gum can cause to animals and the environment.


COST Campaign – This campaign uses the results from your survey to calculate the real costs involved to the school or college and how this directly impacts on your budget.  Comparing the money spent on cleaning against forfeited items that would directly benefit the students such as new equipment and field trips.  Reference is also made to the bigger costs involved to the environment, the local council and indirectly to the parent.


RECYCLE Campaign – This campaign needs talks with your local council to establish what is done at present – we can assist with this.  Gum in quantity can be collected and recycled for Sport tracks and pitches – this is a great reason for Students to Bin their Gum and one that everyone can easily associate with.  You may even be the first to start a recycle campaign in your area and can therefore lead other educational establishments.


Spit or Swallow? Campaign – Spitting is considered quite high on the anti social behaviour scale whereas dropped gum is quite low.  Here we will demonstrate the link between spitting and dropped gum.  This campaign aims to change student’s opinions, as more students agree that dropping gum is anti social more pressure will be placed on those few remaining ‘individually challenging students’.











Once your Research Team has collated all of the information you will identify the largest Gum Dropping Segments in your school and then you can choose your campaign themes





Of course it is likely that you will need a little of all the campaigns as your students will fall into most Segments.  You will however be able to prioritise which campaign to start with and which will have the greater effect.
