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Science Experiment





PASS THE GERMS!








QUESTION : Can Germs be spread from person to person by :


shaking or touching hands


touching an object








MATERIALS NEEDED


a desk, a banana and a door handle


lots of hands, preferably attached to the children


POWDER Germs & Brush


LIQUID Germs


UV lamp & View Box


soap & water





GROUP 1





1. Lightly sprinkle the powdered germs onto a desk, using the brush gently brush the germs around the table until they become almost invisible





2. Ask a child in the group to rub their hands across the desk.





3. Now ask that child to do a ‘High 5’ with all of the other children.





4. Using the UV Lamp shine it across firstly the desk, then the 1st child, 2nd child and so on.





Findings : you should find that the desk has lots of germs which will also be apparent on the 1st child.  You will be able to see how many children the 1st child has spread these germs on to.





GROUP 2





1. Select one child to rub his/her hands with the Germ Liquid Rub





2. Now ask that child to open and close a door using the door handle





3. Line all the other children up and ask them to take it in turns to open and close the door





4. Using the UV Lamp shine it across the hands of the 1st child then over the door handle and then across each of the children in order.





Findings : There will be many germs on Child 1, with less germs on the door handle.  Each following child will have germs but getting progressively less with each child





GROUP 3





1. Rub a banana (unpeeled) with the Liquid Germs





2. Ask 1 child to hold the banana and roll it about in his / her hands. 





3. Now ask this child to shake hands with all of the other children in turn.





4. Using the UV lamp shine it across each of the children’s hands in turn.





Findings : the banana will still have lots of germs remaining The 1st child will have many germs but will have passed most of them on to the other children.





Science Experiment





NOW WASH YOUR HANDS





All of your children should now have germs on their hands.





Ask them to look at the germs under the 


UV lamp in the view box





NOW SEND THEM TO WASH THEIR HANDS





WHEN THEY RETURN ASK THEM TO LOOK AT THEIR HANDS IN THE VIEW BOX AGAIN AND SEE JUST HOW MANY GERMS ARE REMAINING – THERE WILL BE LOTS!!!











DEMONSTRATE HOW TO WASH THEIR HANDS PROPERLY, 


Lather the soap into bubbles – the more the better


Use nails to scratch the palms of the hands


Rub between fingers and around nails


Scrub the backs of the hands up to the wrists


Rub vigorously for 20 seconds








20 seconds is the recommended time for washing hands so teach your children the Soapy-Sing-Along-Song so they can be sure of spending 20 seconds washing.
